	Opening of bank accounts (reported by Sister Law Ka Lai)
The Hong Kong District Office has opened accounts with DBS for handling the accounts of LLWWEMA.  The signatories of the accounts are Rev. CHAN Kang Yu, Petros, Rev. MOK Hing Wan, Moses and Deacon LEE Yiu Lun.  Countersigns by any two of these three persons will be valid.  The handing fee for opening the accounts was HK$300.  The six accounts with DBS are:
( Hong Kong dollar and U.S. dollar (multi-currency) savings account (with passbook)
( Renminbi savings account (with passbook)
( Hong Kong dollar current account
( U.S. dollar current account
( Term deposit account
( online account (only for inspection of accounts but no transfer is available)
The LLWWEMA Committee recommended that we apply to DBS for online transfer to facilitate future operations.
The Hong Kong District Office transferred on 28 January in full LLWWEMA’s US$6,655.12 (equivalent to HK$51,443.97), which was temporarily deposited in a HSBC bank account of the Hong Kong District Office, into DBS “Hong Kong dollar and U.S. dollar (multi-currency) savings account” in Hong Kong dollar.

	Planning for and promotion of the International Youth Mission Camp 2012
( Vision and focus of the Camp should look simple, highlighting the theme of mission and mutual understanding so that the Camp will become a venue for young people from various places to exchange, discuss and practise.
( To encourage young people from member churches in various places to attend the Camp, we will send letters to these churches later to consult them about their views on choosing a suitable date of the Camp; financial support will be offered to participants.  Any participant who is in need may apply for financial assistance, and we encourage participants to give donations freely.
( The Hong Kong District Office plans to contribute all donations from the “Joint Youth Worship” to be held in October this year to the Camp as an incentive to mobilize the missionary mindset of young people.
( camp fee: the Organizing Committee can first discuss on whether different camp fees will be charged for working young people and students, or on whether early birds will receive concessions and so on, and propose a number of options for consideration.
( Budget: it was recommended that the Organizing Committee refer to the charging of fees for three different camp sites, and initially prepare a budget for 150 participants.

	Operation of LLWWEMA website
It was recommended that a professional company be engaged to design the web pages.
To make the layout of the web pages look artistic and easy to operate and manage, it was recommended to engage a professional company to design the web pages. We have identified design company Impress Design & Production Co. which quoted HK$5, 800.
Proposed by Rev. BUT Yiu Fan and seconded by Deacon LEE Yiu Lun.  It was approved to engage Impress Design & Production Co. to design the web pages.
Suggestions on the new design of web pages:
They will contain the LLWWEMA logo; pictures like a world map or a globe will be used to represent different races to signify the meaning of missionary to the world; representative high-quality photos will be inserted to make the layout more informative and artistic.
